He is responsible for the NASA video distribution architecture including NASA TV and internet video distribution.  He has been a Principal Investigator for flights of High Definition Television (HDTV) and Digital Cinema cameras and related experiments on the Space Shuttle and International Space Station (ISS), including the first ever live HDTV program from a spacecraft and the first ever Ultra High Definition program from a spacecraft.  He is currently a Principal Investigator for the National Lab’s Red Digital Cinema camera on the ISS and is the Imagery Integration Lead for NASA’s Artemis Enterprise.
