Agenda Review and Approval (2015-03-09 CMC Agenda mid-term telecon v1)
The draft agenda was approved as proposed.
CESG Chair Report (CESG-Report)
N. Peccia provided his report. He provided the current status of books published and approved polls. He also provided the current status of the ICPA and the various new Area Directors and Deputy Area Directors that were nominated.
CCSDS Strategic Plan Status 

N. Peccia noted that the Strategic Plan is now online and B. Oliver will work on the remaining permissions for modifying the projects.
Suggestions for Nominations for Vacated ADs and DADs (AD and DAD Nominees)
[Discussed at 24 February 2015 telecon] Attendees: J. Afarin (NASA), P. Allan (UK Space Agency), T. Gannett (Secretariat), J. Miro (ESA), N. Peccia (ESA), B. Oliver (Secretariat), T. Shigeta (JAXA), J.-M. Soula (CNES), and N. Tongson (Secretariat). The group discussed the various candidates nominated for the different vacated Area Director (AD) and Deputy Area Director (DAD) positions (see Candidate Roster). 

Each nominee's background was provided by the agency representative that nominated them. The group agreed with the nomination of Mario Merri (ESA) as the new MOIMS AD to replace N. Peccia and Brigitte Behal (CNES) as the new MOIMS DAD to replace Roger Thompson (UK Space Agency). 

There were two nominees for the SOIS AD: Richard Barton (NASA) and Martin Suess (ESA). J. Afarin had some concerns about the lack of CCSDS Working Group experience of M. Suess but decided to withdraw the nomination of R. Barton. The group agreed to move forward with the nomination of M. Suess as the new SOIS AD to replace Chris Taylor (ESA) when he retires and R. Barton as the new SOIS DAD to replace Stuart Fowell (UK Space Agency). 

Finally, the group agreed with the nomination of Hiroshi Takeuchi (JAXA) as the new SE DAD to replace Takahiro Yamada (JAXA).

Based on these discussions, the Secretariat will initiate the CMC poll with a deadline prior to the Spring 2015 Technical Meetings so that the approved candidates can attend the CESG Executive Committee meeting on 30 March 2015.
[Discussed at 9 March 2015 mid-term telecon]: O. Peinado provided a brief background on Mr. de Cola. The group agreed to move forward with the nomination of Mr. Tomaso de Cola (DLR) as the new SIS DAD to replace Mr. Dai Stanton (UK Space Agency). The Secretariat will initiate immediately a CMC poll with a deadline of 20 March 2015 so that Mr. de Cola can be introduced at the opening plenary and attend the CESG meeting.
N. Peccia also requested that the CESG poll for the SOIS Application Support Working Group Chair and MOIMS Navigation Working Group Deputy Chair should be initiated for a one-week poll. B. Oliver agreed to initiate this poll immediately.
Secretariat Report

· Action Items Status (Open Action Items - CMC - Mar2015v1)
The CMC agreed with the closed action items and discussed any open action items. 
Highlights:
· (CMC-A-2012-10-01): Regarding the letter thanking the agencies for past participation and encouraging future participation, S. Tafazoli requested another column in the table to track the response of the agencies and also a way to view the response. The Secretariat will create the additional column and provide a link to the response that will be uploaded on the CWE. 
· (CMC-A-2014-11-03): Regarding the resources chart, J.-M. Soula requested the results of the agency responses. The Secretariat will circulate the results to the CMC.
· (CMC-A-2014-11-09): Regarding the project on the Planetary Communication Green Book, J.-M. Soula requested some resolution to the results of the action item. There was a discussion on whether this should be forwarded to the CESG. The CMC agreed to place the project on hold until additional resources can be identified and ask the SLS area to review and analyze to make a determination on when to start the project.
· (CMC-A-2014-11-10) and (CMC-A-2014-11-11): IT action items for the CWE will be completed by the Caltech meeting at the end of March and will be discussed in Nagano to determine if it needs to remain open.
· (CMC-A-2014-11-15) and (CMC-A-2014-11-16): Closed.

· J. Miro requested the addition of another action item that was part of the London minutes to update the Strategic Plan Roadmap.
· Status of Registration for Spring 2015 Meeting

B. Oliver provided a status of the online registration system for the Spring 2015 meeting in Pasadena. He noted that the online registration went smoothly.
· Status of CWE Profiles Transition
B. Oliver provided an update on the CWE User Profile and noted that everybody now has a profile. He also noted that this topic will no longer be needed in future agendas because the action has been completed.
· Status of Revised Publication and Procedures Manuals
T. Gannett informed the group that the updates were released in February. After the updates were released in February, he told the group that the CESG introduced a new term to be defined – a formal definition of "work-month" – so another update is forthcoming (he also noted that another new term – "expert group" – was being considered by the CESG). 
Meeting Planning
· Spring 2015 Technical Meeting (NASA/Pasadena/CalTech): J. Afarin noted that everything is set and ready for the Caltech meeting. 
· Spring 2015 CMC (JAXA/Japan) (Time Table and Social Events v.2, Logistic Information v.2, and Hotel reservation form v.2): T. Shigeta informed the group of the time table and the meeting logistics for the Spring 2015 CMC meeting. He provided additional details for the technical tour on Monday and the social dinners. The CMC confirmed that it's feasible to adjourn the CMC meeting at 1500h on the last day (Thursday). N. Peccia also informed the group of the possibility of using the Japan Rail Pass if additional train travel is needed besides roundtrip travel between Tokyo and Nagano.
· Fall 2015 Technical Meeting and CMC (ESA/Darmstadt): N. Peccia noted that the meetings will be at Darmstadtium for the technical meetings (4-day meeting) and the CESG (on Friday) and the CMC meetings (the following week) will be at ESOC. The technical meetings will be from 9-12 November while the CESG will be on the 13th of November. The CMC meetings will be held from 16-18 November.
· Spring 2016 Technical Meeting (NASA/Cleveland, Ohio, USA): J. Afarin informed the group that the meeting is scheduled for 4-8 April 2016 (5-day meeting) with the CESG on Monday, 11 April 2016.
· Spring 2016 CMC (INPE/Brazil): E. Bergamini confirmed INPE as the host and the possibility of using WebEx. He agreed to propose dates for the Spring 2016 CMC meeting in Brazil at the forthcoming CMC meeting in Nagano.
Any Other Business

N. Peccia added that the IOAG chair will be in South Korea the week before and requested to participate in the CMC meeting on Tuesday, 19 May to present the current IOAG activities (30-minute presentation). The CMC agreed with this request.
