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CCSDS - ISO/TC20/SC13 Basic Policy for Cooperation with ISO/TC20/SC14 (V.17.Aug.2007)
 

1) Positive results are expected from the current, combined agreement between CCSDS -
    ISO/TC20/(SC13 - SC14) which was addressed to ISO Standards Department in the 
    ODM and Navigation area ( Related Refs., in [a]);

2) The current CCSDS - ISO/TC20/(SC13 - SC14) "Agreement for Definition of a Joint 
    Work Procedure for Identification and Exploration of Liaison Work Related to ISO 
    Standards in Space Systems" (Related Refs., in [b]) is being partially supported by 
    the already existing joint "Technical Report Contacts" ( Related Refs., in [c] );

3) The CCSDS - ISO/TC/(SC13 - SC14) cooperation effort is expected to firmly stabilize 
    under complementary, non-overlapping technical areas;

4) At a later stage, it is expected that the CCSDS - ISO/TC20/(SC13 - SC14) cooperation 
    effort may reach a solid and stable consensus that may justify the joint proposal by 
    ISO/TC20/(SC13 - SC14) to ISO of a related Space Systems TC;
 
5) Should any new cooperation issue be identified or brought up by CCSDS and or 
    ISO/TC20/SC13, it is expected to be addressed in a very first opportunity to CCSDS 
    Secretariat and to ISO/TC20/SC13 Chairman and Secretariat for subsequent action, 
    considered to be adequate.
