Monica Ibido (our ISO TPM):
· apologises for the fact that resolving this issue is taking a very long time. 
· tells us that this is still being discussed internally within ISO as to what to propose
· ISO is discussing, for example, the possibility of having one agreement for the Registration Authority regrouping all ISO/TC 20/SC13 standards into ‘a family of standard’/series.
· She will try to provide weekly updates on the progress.
· ISO rules may be changing to streamline the adoption of standards from other bodies, including CCSDS.
Peter Shames noted that TC 20/SC 14 is interested in using SANA e.g. terminology and acronym registries.
Sami Asmar added that CCSDS will cooperate with ISO and may even change SANA rules if necessary.
