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Looking at the overall set of comments, it has come to my attention that there should be a paragraph in the charter to state SECURITY CONSIDERATIONS for the working group.

In the past we have discussed the inclusion of such a statement in all final CCSDS recommendation (which was approved by the “old” Management Council).  This is the perfect time and place to include such statements (at a high level) in each of the WG charters.  These statements should be meaningful explanations, with rationale, regarding the security work to be undertaken by the working group – or why there is no security work to be undertaken.

DISPOSITION:

MOIMS believes there was a good position ennunciated at the MC meeting in Matera, along the lines that there needed to be a security framework established for the CCSDS 'logical architecture'.

There needs to be some security requirements established in this framework.  Then, individual WGs could respond within this context. 

E.g., it is meaningless to ask archive ingest to address security in its charter, without any context.  We would just say - it will be handled by underlying protocols, or something along this line.  

Additionally the Navigation WG has not identified any security needs in navigation  standards. Recommend that security considerations should be included in ICDs.
