The SCCC structure has a slicer so the ASM is not the actual synch marker that is first detected on the receive side.   Section 5.3 defines the 256 symbol code Frame Marker (FM) that is needed at the receive end. The existing design allows the use of USLP variable length transfer frames.  It will be awkward but other sections of the document that refer to fixed length transfer frames can remain as long as it is stated that with USLP, variable is allowed.
