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 Minutes of the Meeting

1. Action item list
1.1 ‘OID’ transfer frame definitions were proposed and agreed to during previous SLP meetings. These changes affect both the TM Space Data Link Protocol and the AOS Space Data Link Protocol. In addition, also in previous meetings, changes to make “VCP service” instead of “Packet Service” occurred. Note that both of these changes went to Agency Review but were tabled in case additional changes to these documents were anticipated.  The concern voiced at this meeting was that if changes have passed agency review, then those changes should be published. Matt Cosby/British Space Agency will compare the differences between the Dec. 2008 and Oct 2008 issues of the TM and AOS Space Data Link Protocols and work with Tom Gannett to resolve any discrepancies and present a go-forward plan to publish the correct version of these books. One of the open question is – is another agency review required or not  – Action due: July 15, 2010.
1.2 CRC diagrams in all CCSDS link layer books are to be of the same form. These changes are also on hold because the thought at the time was to reissue all of these changes simultaneously. Again the same concern was voiced, that once a book undergoes agency review and the RIDs are resolved, the book needs to be republished. 

1.3 Proximity-1 Space Data Link Protocol Review - NASA – Greg Kazz will take action to examine the use of the PORT_ID field and DFC_ID field in Prox-1 and also the use of the bit-stream and User-Defined-Data (UDD) values in the Space Link Identifiers Blue book. It appears that these fields overlap somewhat in definition. – Action due: Aug. 15, 2010.

1.4 Proximity-1 Space Data Link Protocol Review – ESA – Gian Paolo Calzolari/Marjorie deLangeLong will take action on editing Figure 3.1 Proximity-1 Protocol Data Unit Context Diagram as well as clarifying SDU and User data usage in Section 2.2.2.3. – Action due: Aug. 15, 2010
1.5 Examine CCSDS 130.2-G-1. Space Data Link Protocols—Summary of Concept and Rationale. Green Book. Issue 1. December 2007. to make it consistent with the changes proposed in the TC Space Data Link, COP-1 and TC Sync and Channel Coding pink sheets. – Action due: Before release of TC space data link/COP-1 Blue books – G.P. Calzolari/M. deLangeLong
2. New recommendations 

2.1 Telemetry Green Book 
A resolution was drafted to retire the CCSDS 100.0-G-1. Telemetry Summary of Concept and Rationale. Green Book. Issue 1. December 1987, since the material is out of date. This resolution was passed onto the SLS Area Director for action at the CESG/CMC meeting following the technical meetings. 
2.2 TC New Retransmission Parameter –Number of Retransmissions 
Documents affected by this proposed change:
· TC Space Data Link Protocol 232.0-P-1.2

· TC Sync and Channel Coding (Discussed in the C&W WG meeting)

· COP-1 232.1-P-1.1

There were two sets of RIDs against these documents. One set came from ECSS, however these RIDs were not concerned with these specific Pink Sheets, therefore they were not applicable to the agency review. The second set, the INPE RIDs did apply and were all classified as being editorial. The proposed dispositions to all of these RIDs were provided after the meeting and sent to the WG for comment. It was the opinion of the WG chairman that these changes being minor could be handled off-line. A resolution was generated by the WG to publish all three of these books as Blue books once the edits were incorporated into the documents. It is the duty of the WG chairman to inform the SLS Area Director once these updates have take place, so that he can inform the CCSDS Secretariat to republish the books. 

2.3 Proximity-1 Space Data Link Layer Review

There was insufficient time available to review the entire document during the meeting. Partial review progress was made however, and responses to the red lines to the existing draft document that Marjorie deLangeLong edited for the WG were made. These changes were captured by Matt Cosby/British Space Agency. After the meeting, both Greg Kazz and Matt Cosby reviewed the remainder of the document and supplied additional comments to those redlines from Marjorie that were not addressed during the SLP meeting. 2.4 Proposal to use SANA registries to convert Space Link Identifiers Blue Book 
Marc Blanchet CSA who leads the effort in CCSDS to define SANA registries and work with CCSDS WGs to achieve their goals in this area  gave a presentation on moving the identifiers from the Space Link Identifiers Blue book into SANA registries. SLP would need to define the policy for each parameter defined in the Space Link Identifiers book. SANA would then maintain these registries based upon the policy. The blue book could then be retired as a Silver Book. SANA maintains a ticket system for each registry so there is public traceability into the conversion process. The SLP WG Chair will create a new Project in the framework called “Space Link Identifiers SANA Registries” to tackle the assignment of creating policies for the Space Link Identifiers and potentially other Space Link Identifiers not yet “identified”.
Victor Sank also mentioned that in addition to the already existing Space Link Identifiers, there are additional parameters that should be considered for inclusion into the registries. Example given was PN codes. Victor also recommended that we pay particular attention to define the scope of work well for the conversion of space link IDs to SANA.

2.5 Brief Discussion on SLS area Green Books related to SLP 

· No changes are envisioned at this time with respect to the Overview of Space Communications Protocols. Green Book. Issue 2. December 2007. CCSDS 130.0-G-2
· Changes are envisioned for Space Data Link Protocols—Summary of Concept and Rationale. Green Book. Issue 1. December 2007. CCSDS 130.2-G-1. Changes are necessary for consistency with the expected releases of the updated TC Space Data Link and COP-1 protocols. Gian-Paolo Calzolari took the action to revise this book accordingly. See Action Item List. Note that the TC Synchronization and Channel Coding—Summary of Concept and Rationale CCSDS 230.1 under the purview of the C&S WG will also be updated by C&S WG.
· There was general consensus that the Telecommand Green book: Telecommand Summary of Concept and Rationale. CCSDS 200.0-G-6  should not yet be retired since it still contains sections not duplicated or superseded by other books. CCSDS should consider a comprehensive review of the Green Books under the SLS area purview to understand how to better organize all of the green books and perhaps consolidate them. 
3. SLP Projects in the CCSDS Framework
The current project defined for SLS-SLP is the 5-year review of the Proximity-1 Space Data Link Protocol. Note that although this review would normally start in 2011, it was started this year, to be in sync with the C&S review of the Prox-1 Coding Sub-layer book.
A new project resulted out of this meeting. It’s the Space Link Identifiers SANA Registries project. Its purpose is define the policies for each parameter defined in the Space Link Identifiers Blue Book and entertain proposals for new identifiers on a add needed basis.

4. Resolutions

There were no immediate resolutions passed at this meeting by the SLP WG. There are the following tentative resolutions pending action by the SLP WG and the SLP Chairman to provide the final version of the following documents to the SLS Area Director before they can be published as new versions of blue books.
1. Retire the Telemetry Green Book, Telemetry Summary of Concept and Rationale CCSDS 100.0-G-1 (1987) . 
2. Request the MC issue a new Blue Book version of the following Pink Sheets concerning the new TC Frame retransmission repeat parameter: 
· TC Sync and Channel Coding, CCSDS 231.0-P-1.1
· TC Space Data Link Protocol, CCSDS 232.0-P-1.2
· COP-1, CCSDS 232.1-P1.1
Note: Ensure that the Secretariat includes the previously approved pink sheets for the CRC unification to the TC Space Data link Protocol before the book is republished.
