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2. OPENING OF MEETING

Dr. Eduardo Bergamini convened the 05 November 2003 TC20/SC13 meeting.   

3. ROLL CALL

Dr. Bergamini conducted a roll call. Representatives from Brazil, Canada, France, Italy, Germany, United Kingdom, and United States were present.  Representatives from China, Japan, Ukraine, and the Russian Federation were not in attendance. 

4. ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

The agenda was approved as presented. The agenda is shown in Attachment 01.  

5. APPOINTMENT OF DRAFTING COMMITTEE

In compliance with the ISO requirement to appoint a drafting committee, TC20/SC13 resolved that Mr. Neil Dissinger, in support of the TC20/SC13 Secretariat, would be responsible for drafting and distributing the meeting minutes.

6. Report of the sc13 secretariat

The minutes of the April 2003 meeting were approved.   Mr. Dissinger presented the Programme of Work (Attachment 02).   

The open action items were discussed (Attachment 03).  A matrix showing the relationship between the superseded and restructured space link documentation was developed.   It was recommended that ISO Central be requested to shorten the review period of the restructured space link documentation since technically they are identical to the superseded versions.

7. REPORT OF DELEGATES REGARDING ACTIVITY RELATING TO SC 13

Brazil.  Dr. Bergamini provided his report in Attachment 04.  The Brazilian Association of Technical Standards (ABNT) is in the final process of reviewing two CCSDS standards for approval as Brazilian standards.  An additional 12 CCSDS documents are being prepared for review.
Canada.  There was no report from Canada.

China.  There was no representative or report from China.

France.   Mr. François Forestier reported that CNES participated in the review of DIS 11104, DIS 17355, DIS 22669, and DIS 22671.  A French translation of the OAIS Reference Model (ISO 14721) is being prepared.  CNES implementation and documentation activities are shown in Attachment 05.  
Germany.   No report.

Italy.  No report.

Japan.  No report.

United Kingdom.   Dr. Peter Allan reported that the British Standards Institute (BSi) panel ACE/68/-/7 handles the organization of CCSDS activities including decisions to support CCSDS working groups and contribute to the development of CCSDS recommendations, as well as the organization of the review of draft ISO standards.  The UK report is shown in Attachment 06.

United States.   Mr. Adrian Hooke reported that a major meeting of the restructured US Technical Advisory Group to ISO/TC20/SC13 was held on September 2003.  The meeting had 45 attendees from industry and the military.  The new USTAG13 Secretariat is the American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics (AIAA), which is also the Secretariat for USTAG14.  As a consequence of the transition in Secretariats, there have been no work items received for review by the US.  Review of TC20/SC13 documents is expected to be resumed during the next work period. The United States Report is shown in Attachment 07.

8. REPORT OF DELEGATES REGARDING SC13 LIAISON ACTIVITIES

Dr. Jack Kelley attended the TC20 Plenary on June 2003.  Presentations and reports from the meeting were distributed previously in the Secretariat’s package.  
9. Proposal for a Technical Committee on Space Systems
TC20/SC14 has written a proposal to create a new ISO Technical Committee (TC) for space (Attachment 08).  They have asked TC20/SC13 to transition and participate as working groups in the new TC.  CCSDS has formed a study group to evaluate and make a recommendation to TC20/SC13 by January 2004.  If approved, the space agency representatives to TC20/SC13 will be requested to consult with their respective national standards bodies and recommend to transition to the new TC for space.  The proposal will be submitted at the next TC20 Plenary in October 2004.

10. REQUIREMENTS CONCERNING A SUBSEQUENT MEETING

The next TC20/SC13 meeting was scheduled for 25 May 2004 at the Canadian Space Agency (CSA) facility in St. Hubert, Canada.

11. APPROVAL OF RESOLUTIONS and action items

The CCSDS Management Council submitted documents for consideration by TC20/SC13.  These items were approved and are included in the Resolutions.  It was noted that the CCSDS restructured series of space link documentation, which will be submitted for ISO DIS review, will supersede existing ISO TC20/SC13 documents.  It was suggested that the ISO processing of the restructured documents be coordinated so that the new documents will be published concurrently with the withdrawal of the superseded documents.

Dr. Bergamini adjourned the meeting.
