· Updated inputs to the Business Plan are Due to Gary Forrester on November 15, 2004

· The next Draft of the Business Plan will be sent out on or before November 29th
· The next telecon will be on Tuesday, November 30, 2004 at 7:00 AM Pacific Standard Time.  This is a change from what we discussed at the telecon.  It is one day earlier.  We moved it to this week for SC-13 so that the telecon is held before their CCSDS Management Council meeting.  Squibb will be on Vacation and Craig Day will Chair the telecon, but he is not available on December 1st.
1.  From the Minutes of the last telecon, there were four areas of the Business Plan that still need work.  A3 below will be deferred until after the TC is approved.  The other three will be worked and are due as described below.
A1.  Section 2 needs improvement.  Mike Hammond had several suggestions and this section is integrated by Fred Slane.  Fred accepted the action to start revising this section along the lines of the comments and discussion and Mike Hammond agreed to help.  In the comments section A! will be placed and that refers to this statement. Action Fred Slane – Due November 15th, 2004
A2.  The quoted business base numbers are the best that we have currently, but we believe that there is a document “Euro Report” that is more comprehensive.  Jack Kelly offered to check with NASA International Relations to see if he can get a copy of this document.  Action Jack Kelly – Due ASAP Send to Fred Slane and Gary Forrester for update to Table 2-1.  Action Fred Slane – Incorporate into section 2 and include in November 15th submission
A3.  After we get clarification from Geneva on the Resource Section, both SC13 and SC 14 Working Group Leads and HODs will be asked for their resource estimates based on guidelines set by Abrams This item will be deferred until the TC is approved
A4.  Working Group Leads in both SC13 and SC14 will be asked to identify the key technologies that are pertinent to their Working Group and these will be inserted into Section  2.2.2.4  Action Craig Day.  Send email to working group leads requesting identification of key technologies.  Due from Working Group Leads by November 1 and to be sent to Fred Slane for incorporation into section 2.  Craig Day to coordinate with Jack Kelly and the same information from SC-13 is also to be sent to Fred Slane by 1 November, 2004
2. Suggestions for improvement from Geneva
a. Section 4.1 Table 4-1 Membership and Participation:  Per Francois add as O members Sweden and Korea. Action Gary Forrester – Incorporate into Table 4-1 and include in November 29th draft.
b. Section 7 Table 4-2 (Should this be Table 7-1?)  
i. ISO/TC46/SC4  Francois does not have this as a listed Liaison.  Either delete or take action to formally add.  Action Gary Forrester to determine where this info came from, inform Craig Day determine disposition.
ii. IOAG Not on Francois formal list.  SC-13 take action to add by letter to Francois  Action Jack Kelly
iii. OMG  Not on Francois formal list.  SC-13 take action to add by letter to Francois  Action Jack Kelly
iv. IADC  InterAgency Debris Coordination  John Davy via Emma to propose Category A Liason at IAF Meeting in October and provide IADC Contact name to Francois via Craig Day. Action Gael Squibb / Emma Taylor
c. The general comments were related to making sure that the words were in the business plan to be all encompassing of space standards, especially those markets that do not yet exist.  Such topics of standards for he generation and distribution of space agriculture data, weather data, tele-medicine, global monitoring of national catastrophes etc.  In some cases there are government informal agreements or defacto standards such as Landsat, but the message was that we should not preclude involvement in these space standards in the future.  A question asked was where is NOAO regarding Standards.  Andy Dowen offered to talk with his contact in NOAO.  Action Item for each Business Plan Section Lead.  Review the current section and make appropriate changes to broaden the context to all space related standards and include in November 15th submittal.  Others submit their comments to the section leads by November 1, 2004

3. Other Actions
a. There should be a letter from SC-14 and SC-13 (one letter with two signatures) to the TC-20 Secretary and Chairman, requesting a vote.  The rational for this is that at the Paris meeting last year, the resolution was to discuss and vote on the resolution to combine SC-13 and SC-14 into a Technical Committee at the TC-20 October 2004 meeting.  TC-20 will not have an October meeting and the location and place of the next TC-20 meeting has not been set.  Thus it is proper to request a vote.  If there is a majority vote of yes, then we are a TC, if the vote is negative, we can appeal to either TC-20 or the TMB.  If no action is taken by TC-20, then we should write a letter to Mike Smith and Steven Cornish requesting the TMB to take action.  Action Gael Squib Draft by November 1, Craig Day & Jack Kelly improve and finalize for transmission.  Signed by Kelly and Day after review by Squibb and sent to TC-20 by 1 December 2004
b. Francois and others suggested that we consider sending out a letter to the SC-13 and SC-14 O members, requesting that they consider becoming P members along with the requirements for being a P member.  I would like the secretariats, Mr. Craig and Mr. Kelly to take this action.  Action Craig Day and Jack Kelly to send the letters by November 15th.
c. It was suggested by Mr. Abrams and Mr. Daniele Gerundino, the Strategic Advisor to the Secretary-General that we consider in about a years time or perhaps 1.5 years an ISO workshop.  The workshop would recruit, from across the ISO organization and the Space community, both Industrial companies, Agencies and developing countries, interested parties to discuss Space Technologies and the future of standardization for Space.  At this workshop, in addition to the workshop topics, there would be a high level, senior manager from industry giving a talk about the benefits of space standards with examples of savings, opening markets etc.  This would be a big deal and take a lot of effort and needs to be discussed in the next few months but is independent from the near term decision of becoming TC-999  Action Fred Slane Lead, Adrian Hooke Support Mike Hammond support to write down some thoughts and a possible outline of a workshop for discussion.  Distribute to this group by November 15th.
d. “We agreed that we would have one article in each issue related to either SC-13 or SC-14.  Mr. Dowen offered to have the first article on the ISO Protocols that were used on the recent Mars missions to get the data from the surface, to the relay satellite to the earth.”  This must be submitted to ISO by 15 October.  Information from Mr. Allen is in Attachment 1.  Status – In process by SC-13 Dowen and Hooke via their support contractor – Due October 15th to ISO  
e. “We would follow up with a second "individual" article, this time from SC 14's portfolio, again if possible around a "catchy" theme, and include that in, let's say, our February issue (in view of Christmas etc, we would need this end November); all the elements mentioned above for the first article apply.   Action – Craig Day to send note to S-14 WG Leads with reference to the two previous articles, and request a commitment by 1 October, for an article due to ISO on  November 26th 2004.  Suggestions were Space Debris, and perhaps the work of SC-1 that lead to the formation of SC-6
